Registered French historical monument. La Maison du
Bayle (Bailiff). Built in 1282 by order of Jean de Grailly
(Senechal of English King Edward and Capta de Buch).
The house is on the corner of the Man Square,
surrounded by other restored buildings. In a 20 mile
radius you can explore medieval castles (One Hundred
Years War). Castelnaud, Beynac, Bastides, Domme,
Monpazier, Bergerac. Pre-historic caves (Lascaux),
horse riding, golf. Canoeing on the Dordogne River,
fishing, cycling, gastronomy, markets.

Accommodation. Two bedrooms (1 double, 1 twin).
Dining room. Bathroom with shower. Electric heating in
every room. Linen, cutlery, dishes etc provided.

Act declaring French Historical Monument “Le Porche” (1919)
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It’s the bailiff’s house. The bailiff is the King's representative
(English King for Bastide of Moliéres, or Bastide of Lainde) in
the bastide. We can imagine that Jean de Grailly (Captal de Buch)
spent several nights here during the building of the bastide

Main bedroom is the one with the gothic windows. The small one
isjust on top of the bed. As you can perceive it’s very pleasant to
wake up with the view of the main street, and the church. The
other two rooms (living room-kitchen, and two beds bedroom)
show aview to the main square (laHalle)

Kitchen is equipped with a normal refrigerator, and a small gas
cooker with two fires. | recommend going out and tasting local
gastronomy, or go picnic, more than staying at home. Cooking at
home could be a good option for dinners, except if we have the
chance of a "marché nocturne”, in Cadouin or in Le Buisson de
Cadouin, or any other taking place nearby.

Every room has electric heating. Hot water is supplied by gas-
heater (no cuts). Thereis atoilet with shower.

Moliéres Castle

The Castle is unfinished. It is interesting to see how the typical
Norman castle (repeated in lots of places: Tower of London,
Sherborne old Castle, etc.) isrepresented here as well.

It can be visited, thanks to the owner kindness that allows it
with open doors. The castle hasits legend.

It istold that, after the war between Pedro | El Cruel (Peter | of
Cadtille) and his half-brother Enrique de Trastamara ( Henry |1
of Castille) fighting for the Castillian Kingdom, Bertrand du
Guesclin rescued Blanche de Borbon, French King's nephew
and married to Peter 1, who put her in prison, even being
doubts about the wedding consumption. This rescue would
have brought them to Maliéres, as the legend tells. Blanche de
Borbon would have been at Moliéres Castle.

Moliéres Church

The church is much bigger
than we could wait, given the
real size the bastide of
Molieres reached. As it
seems, the building began at
the same time the streets and
the bailiff house were
designed. This would oblige
that the church took its
planned dimensions and
ended its building before the
rest of the development were
abandoned.

It is Plantegenet Gothic style, with wooden covers. It is
dedicated to Virgin Mary.

We can have an idea of its size looking at the photos, but if we
think about the fact that originally it had one more tower (same
as the one that's still standing), we feel more amazed. That's
it, this second tower was standing, but went down and now we
only have the view of the remaining one.
